and is home to the Brisbane Lions AFL team and the 
QLD Bulls cricket team. The 42,000 seat stadium offers a 
recreational outlet for local residents and is a key driver of 
business for local retailers.

Kangaroo Point Cliffs
Situated on the east bank of the river opposite the 
Botanical Gardens, the Kangaroo Point Cliffs provide the 

perfect setting for recreation and relaxation and is one of 
Brisbane’s most popular vantage points for fireworks.

Canvas
Canvas Cocktail and Wine Bar is nestled in the vibrant 
Logan Road Restaurant Precinct. A heritage setting belies 
the sophistication of the drinks menu – which is one of the 
best in Brisbane.
 
The Crosstown Eating House
The Crosstown Eating House is a bar and bistro renowned 
for its live music. Set within a two-storey 1920s building in 
Woolloongabba’s antique strip, the Crosstown Eating House 

begets a heritage charm that compliments its laid back 
atmosphere.
 
1889 Enoteca
Situated in the heritage-listed Taylor-Heaslop building, 
this award winning restaurant offers some of Brisbane’s 
best Italian food, as well as a wine bar and an underground 
cellar for private dining and functions. 1889 Enoteca serves 
traditional Roman cuisine and hand-made pasta which is 
accompanied by an extensive wine list.
 
Woolloongabba Antique Centre
The Woolloongabba Antique Centre accommodates over 
sixty antique dealers who trade in vintage collectables, 
fashion, and furniture. Food and coffee is also available at 
a 1950s style milk bar which plays host to live music on 
Saturday nights.
